Background:

This is to inform the Senate on the status of M.Tech admission
during the Academic Session July-Dec 2021. NIT Mizoram has
participated in the CCMT 2021 and acted as online Help and
Counseling Centres for admission into M.Tech Programme of the
Institute. Through CCMT 2021 NIT Mizoram did not get any student
for M.Tech admission for the Academic July-Dec 2021.

As there was no admission through CCMT 2021, NIT Mizoram
organized Institute Spot Round for the Academic Session 2021
similar to year 2020 in four departments viz. CSE, ECE, EEE & ME
and a total of 11 students took admission in all the four Departments
based on the Category Seats. A detailed report in this regard is
placed at Annexure - 1 of SNT 17.6 at page no. 68.

The matter is placed before the Senate for information.

Decision of the Senate:
Dr.Rudra Sankar Dhar, Centre i /¢ CCMT was requested to present
the report on the admission of M.Tech for the year 2021-22.

The report was noted.
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The members deliberated on the perforhiance of the Institute
in M.Tech admission through CCMT 2021 which is a matter of
great concern for the Institute. The reasons may be varied but
the faculty needs to take a proactive part in this issue. It was
also discussed that similar Institutes of the NE Region are facing
the same problem. Hence, an alternate Counseling process may
be devised by the Institutes together to augment the Central
Counseling process. Another suggestion discussed was
regarding relaxing the criteria of selection. Eligibility options
may be made wider for other branches of B.tech to opt for a
particular branch in M.Tech programme.

In the light of the discussion it was decided that the matter may
be discussed at the Institute level and proposal be placed in the
Senate.

The members opined that the rules regarding the duration
prescribed for completion of Ph.D degree by regular or part-
time students may be relaxed so that difficulties faced by the
students and the Institute can be solved to a great extent.

RE-EXAMINATION FOR COMPLETION OF DEGREE
Background:

The Senate may be informed of the case of one student named
Sateesh Kumar Kanaujiya, who took admission in the Institute to
pursue B.Tech Programme in the Department of Computer Science & |~
Engineering during the Academic year 2013-14. His enrolment

number was BT13CS008,

Recently, Mr. Asheesh Kumar enquired about the result of his
brother Sateesh Kumar Kanaujiya, who was supposed to complete
the B.Tech programme in June 2017. Since the family has incurred
lakhs of rupees for pursuing B.Tech Programme and the student
never related anything regarding his result, Mr. Asheesh Kumar
Kanaujiya, therefore, made enquiry of the result through mail and
through RTI. While replying his RTI request, the Institute furnished
the Academic Transcript of his brother Sateesh Kumar Kanuajiya. As
revealed by the Academic Transcript, the student did not score any

marks in the 8t Semester and therefore, declared failed. The family,
}prayed that the student may be allowed to appear the re-
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examination of the 8th Semester to complete the B.Tech Programme

In this regard, Clause 13.3 of the Curricula of B.Tech Programme
2012 provides the following. -

“Normally a student should complete all the requirements
consecutively in eight semesters for B. Tech degree.
Academically weaker students may be granted time up to 12
semesters to complete all the requirements for B. Tech. Degree
a student has two chances to clear”,

Copy of the Curricula of B.Tech Programme 2012 is placed at
Annexure - I of SNT 17.10 at page no. 101-134.

Had the student given effort to clear the backlogs immediately after
the 8th Semester, he would have completed the course by June 2019
within the maximum period of 2 years or 12 Semesters.

The above being the provision of the Curricula of B.Tech Programme
2012, granting of permission to clear the B.Tech Programme after a
lapse of 4 years i.e counting from June 2017 is beyond the provision
of the Curricula of B.Tech Programme, 2012.

The matter is therefore, placed before the Senate for perusal and
advice.

Decision of the Senate:

The student may be allowed to register in the next academic
session on humanitarian ground.

This however, will not be taken as a precedence and such
cases will be taken up on case to case basis.

Background:

In referring the point discussed under SNT 16.11 in the 16th
meeting of Senate on 24.07.2021, action taken on the decision of the
Senate and the development as informed to the Senate members
is reiterated below:

1. Dean Academics sent an email on 25t July to Prof. S. Baishya,
NIT Silchar, supervisor of Mr. Pragati Singh for authentication
of the email of Dr. A. Chatterjee on 4t Oct 2020. The reply from
Prof. S. Baishya was received on 26t July 2021 and circulated

m
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to the members of the Senate on  26th July 2021.

On 2nd Aug 2021, the legal notice on behalf of Dr. A. Chatterjee
to Mr. Durg Vijay Singh, Secretary, Prarabdh NGO, the copy of
which was sent to Dean Academics was also circulated to the
Senate members. The reply to the said legal notice was given on
20t September 2021 and a Copy was sent to the email of Dean
academics and also circulated to the members of the Senate.

Mr. Pragati Singh also sent some documents to clarify his point
of view to Dean Academics on 12t August 2021 which was also
sent to the members of the Senate on the same day.

Out of 5 members and a Special Invitee, Dr. A.T Khan, IIT
Guwahati responded on 16.08.2021 with an advice to seek legal
advisory whether “any point is mentioned regarding the

conflict about the research publication....”.

Thereafter, the Director (Temporary Charge), Dean (P&D) &
Academics i/c i.e Prof. Saibal Chatterjee then sought legal
advice from Prof. Dilip Ukey, Vice Chanceller, Maharashtra
National Law University, Mumbai on matters concerned with
the Legal Notice received by the Director (Temporary Charge),
Dean Academics connected to the Ph.D thesis, vide mail dated
18.08.2021, as there is no legal advisor appointed in NIT
Mizoram.

Prof. Dilip Ukey, Vice Chanceller, Maharashtra National Law
University, Mumbai thereafter advised Prof. Saibal Chatterjee,
Director (Temporary Charge) and Dean (Acad) on 28t Aug
2021 to constitute a Committee to enquire about the said issue
and to act in line with the recommendations/suggestions.

Subsequently, the Director (Temporary Charge) constituted a
Committee to enquire into the alleged case of plagiarism by Mr.
Pragati Singh, a Part-time Ph.D student and Assistant Professor
(Adhoc) of the Department of ECE. The Committee is to submit
the report and recommendation after 3 months from the date
of issue of the letter vide Order No.NITMZ/Adm/20-
7/2021/2067 dated 23.09.2021, The information had been
shared to all the members, invitees of Senate and DC members
of Mr. Pragati Singh. The said enquiry committee consists of :

Report of the re-evaluation of the marks and grading have been
submitted by the Committee which is placed at Annexure-II of SNT
17.12 at page no 141-142.

The report is placed before the Senate for information anddecision.
Decision of the Senate:

The members made a long deliberation over this matter as it is
an unfortunate incident where a faculty has failed to perform
his duty diligently and the students are made to suffer because
of the delay in finalising the marks obtained. The faculty

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concerned had written to the Prime Minister's Office and also
sent a threatening mail to all the Senate members on the eve of
holding the 17th Senate meeting. The external members and the
expert felt perturbed by the threatening email of the concerned
faculty.

The report relates to re-evaluation of the grading while the
faculty thinks his action is being inquired into.

Taking the consensus opinion of the Deans, Associate Deans and
HoDs the following steps may be taken:

i) Re-grading of the results of the students by the Course
Instructor with all the HoDs involved in the re-grading.

ii) Explanation of the previous grading with all the documents to
be provided.

iii) Action of the faculty i.e approaching the PMO without the
forwarding of the authority should be enquired and action to
be taken as per the rules.

iv) Constitution of Grievance Cell in the Institute.

SNT 17.13 PROPOSAL FOR RELAXATION OF ATTENDANCE INTHEFINAL
SEMESTER OF UG AND PG COURSES TO AVAILINTERNSHIP
PROGRAMME.

Backgrou'nd:

This is to bring to the information of the Senate that a common
requirement of various companies is to mandate a 6-month
internship before offering a full-time role. This internship is
done during the final semester/year of the student.
Several other NITs and CFIs allow their students to pursue these
opportunities. As such, many of the final year students applied for
permission to undergo the internship programme. Copies of the
applications and the companies offering such internships
programmes are placed at Annexure-I-V of SNT 17.13 at page no
143-166.

This is beneficial for the students and by extension to the
institute it is anticipated that the placement opportunities would be
greatly increased while the placement at this stage is rather low.

In view of the need to keep abreast with the demand for better
placement opportunities, it is proposed that:

i) eligible students of NIT Mizoram may be allowed to undergo the
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internship programme and

ii) the minimum attendance requirements of UG and PG final year
students be relaxed for the students who shall be eligible for such
internship.

The matter is placed before the Senate for approval and for
necessary revision in the academic regulations.

Decision of the Senate:

Unless the course structure is changed, the student needs to
fulfill the attendance requirement in the final Semester.
However, a student can attend the online internship without
hampering the academic programme.
